 In our part of the world a very common post-Christmas Day question – especially di-
rected to children – is, “What did you get for Christmas?”  In these economic times a more adult 
post-Christmas Day question might be, “What did you get on sale after Christmas?”  We try to 
counter this trend with catchy phrases like “Jesus is the reason for the season.”  This, however, 
can’t hide the fact that we tend to emphasize ‘getting’ in our society.  “We get in gear and get the 
job done so we can get a paycheck that will pay for a getaway on the weekend so we might get 
rest to get a jump on the coming week!” [1]  
 A phrase I particularly dislike that is reflective of our societal emphasis on get-
ting rather than giving is the phrase, “church shopping.”  When people are visiting 
churches in search of a church home, it is often said that they are ‘church shopping.’  
Church shopping implies that one is looking for a church based, most importantly, on 
what they and their family might get from that church community. It places one’s reli-
gious life in the same category as consumerism. It implies that we are created for the 
purpose of consuming, of taking in, of getting what we want and what we need when 
we want it and when we need it. While consumerism is, indeed, a part of our lives in as 
much as we do want things, and we do need things, it is not to be the primary focus 
and driving force of the lives of service to which we are called as Christians.    
 In the Acts of the Apostles Luke recalls Jesus having said, ‘It is more blessed 
to give than to receive.’ [2]  Wow! This is a bit of a reversal of the dominant trend in our 
world. If we were to emphasize this teaching instead of asking a child what they got for 
Christmas, we would ask them, “What did you give this Christmas?”  Instead of looking 
for a church community based on what we might get from it, we would look for a 
church community based on what we might give and contribute on the basis of our 
unique spiritual gifts and monetary offerings. We might even go as far as adopting the 
practice imagined by J.R.R. Tolkien in his fantasy world of Middle Earth. In this world, 
in the Shire, hobbits give gifts to celebrate their birthday rather than get gifts. Of 
course we are not solely dependent upon fantasy to find more of an emphasis on giv-
ing than getting. Native American cultures of the Pacific Northwest have a tradition 
called the potlatch in which guests are invited to a tribal member’s home and are not 
only given a meal but are given material gifts such as food and goods and cultural gifts 
such as songs and dance. This was a way devised by their ancestors to re-distribute 
wealth within the tribe and reinforce their cultural heritage.  
 Have you experienced times when you have been more blessed by giving 
than receiving? Often times when I have given my time (especially those times when 
I’m reluctant to do so) to go out of my way to visit someone who is supposedly in need 
of my words and “wisdom,” I am the one that ends up being blessed by their superior 
wisdom and their words to me.  
 In many and ongoing ways the world in which we live deceives us by leading 
us to believe that it is more blessed to receive than to give. Yet, when we live out our 
servant calling as Christ’s light in a dark world we discover the blessing of giving. A 
focus on getting leads only to coveting, craving and insatiable desires leading to some 
form of destruction. Yet it is in giving that we receive blessing upon blessing. The giv-
ing precedes the blessing. The irony is that such giving does, indeed, begin with that 
which we have been given and continue to receive– the Word made flesh, the body 
and blood of Jesus. 
 “In the beginning was the Word . . . to all who received him who believed in his 
name, he gave power to become children of God . . . And the Word became flesh and 
lived among us, and we have seen his glory, . . . full of grace and truth.” [3] 
 Because we got Jesus for Christmas, we are freed from our obsession to get 
and, instead, experience the blessing of that which we give to our church, to our fami-
lies, to our neighbors, to our world, to our God. Thanks be to God!

 When I had my first job as a youth minister, back in what is now Shoreline, 
Washington, I was the only person working at the church one Saturday afternoon 
when the phone rang. It was near Christmas and the person on the other end of the 
line, a bit inebriated, asked, “Where in the Bible can I find the names of the three 
wisemen?” I wondered if it might not have been a trick question, because the not only 
does the Bible NOT name the magi, it doesn’t even tell us how many wise men actu-
ally made the trek to Bethlehem in the first place, only that they brought three gifts, 
gold, frankincense and myrrh. 

 “No,” the man on the other end of the line insisted, “I know they’re there, 
because I’ve read it, but I just can’t remember where it is.” The poor man was sorely 
disappointed, because I couldn’t find for him what wasn’t there. And according to him 
I had to be wrong, because he knew there were three and he assumed that the Bible 
had to tell us everything about them. 
 The coming of the Magi to visit the infant Jesus has captured the imagination 
of lots of folks, both in and out of the church. Matthew is the only gospel that even 
mentions them. The other three gospels are completely quiet about them, never even 
mentioning them once. Since Matthew has so very little information about these folks 
from “in the East,” we have added bits of our own information down through the ages 
to fill in the gaps that the Bible never covers.  
 While many Bible scholars today think these magi were learned Jews, in the 
East, who studied the heavens for religious reasons, for a very long time the church 
understood them to be gentile kings. As such the season after Epiphany came to be 
seen as a time to reach out to non-believers. For many years it was common for Lu-
theran churches to have mission emphases on the Sundays after Epiphany. Some of 
us even recall week long “Mission Festivals” in January or February. 
 This emphasis on mission is still important for us as the church today. As the 
magi set out on their trek across the eastern deserts, so we also are moving along in 
the mission of the church as well. We have a goal similar to theirs: to find the Christ 
and to offer ourselves in lives of gratitude and worship. Part of that understanding of 
mission is to share the good news that Christ has given us, that God is not out to 
condemn the world in which we live, but rather to offer grace and mercy to all. It is 
this gracious and loving God that we share with the world around us. That’s what we 
mean in our mission statement as we “follow Christ into our community and world 
manifesting with caring hearts and helping hands the good news of the Kingdom of 
God.” 
 The story in Matthew [2: 1-12] contrasts the anger and fear of Herod’s palace 
with the overwhelming quiet and grace of Bethlehem. The wise men were overcome 
with joy at the sight of the infant and his mother in their humble surroundings.  

People are tired of a cranky Christianity that is judgmental and critical. When 
folks begin exploring a church, they are looking for the God of love they have heard 
about. They are also looking for a people of God who are so taken up by that love of 
Christ, that they are working to make those mercy filled values a part of who they are 
as well.  
 January is a time of the year when people are reassessing their priorities, 
beginning new projects and perhaps changing course a bit as the new year begins. 
So also, it is a natural time of the year to be open to new people and encountering 
them in new situations. As people move from the troubles of last year and into this 
new one, many are looking for a new way of understanding the world around them. 
At the very least, they are looking for a different take on things. They are tired of the 
world around them that wears them down and they are yearning for a new way of 
forging ahead, a way of hope, a road of fulfillment, a dawning of grace and mercy. 
They are yearning, not for an institution or a club, but for genuine relationships and 
meaningful participation in the life of faith.
